An 



alternative entrance was required, because from this present single 


track:



a. the Westerly visibility was severely limited,



b. turning in from a Westerly direction would require swinging out into 


the path of oncoming traffic, and




c. it had two very tight right angled bends unsuitable for large cars or 


works traffic.

a.  Future Community Hall Survey.  The Chairman suggested that, before contemplating possible options for realising parish assets, it would be sensible to canvass local support for provision of a new community hall within Huish Episcopi.  Many much smaller villages locally already have the luxury of better facilities, separate from any schools.  The Clerk and Cllr Wood could approach Pauline Burr of SSDC to ascertain how such a survey might be conducted, maybe for both Huish Episcopi Parish and Langport Town residents but, if both parishes, then probably with different questions to reflect their existing facilities.
